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RETIREMENT OF MILTON SPURLING AND KEN LESKE

Roseworthy is to honour two of its longest serving and most senior staff
at a Retirement Dinner on the eventing of Friday 12th July. You are
invited to share in this occasion with other old Céllegians, past members
of staff and the current College Community. Spouses are weléome and the
College Dining Room is expected to be at maximum capacity for this

important occasion.

Mr Ken Leske's almost unbroken association with Roseworthy of 42 years makes him
something of a legend in his own time, énd literally thousands of students have
benefited from his realistic and analytical approach to Farm Management. His

work with farmers in the South-East and Mid-North of South Australia as a Rural
Investigation Officer in the late 1940s gave some of the first accurate farm
management information ever collected in South Australia and led ultimately to

the publication of the widely used "Roseworthy Farm Record Book". Since his
appointment to the College in 1948, Mr Leske has championed the role of manage-
ment training in courses at Roseworthy. ‘ with Mr Bob Herriot, Principal of the
College between 1962 and 1973, he developed the Roseworthy Diploma of Agricultural
Technology, one of the first courses to emphasise agricultural extension techniques
and farm management in Australia. More recently Mr Leske had a major hand in the
introduction of the Associate Diplomas in Farm Management, Wine Marketing and Farm
Secretarial Studies. Under his leadership the Faculty of Agriculture replaced the
Diploma in Agriculture with a three-year Degree course. Mr Leske has been a
significant contributor to the organisation of the Lutheran Church in South
Australia and is currently Secretary of the Board of the Lutheran Publishing

House.
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Mr Spurling is known widely for his work in horticulture and spent almost twenty
years with the S.A. Department of Agriculture in research and extension. His
expertise in citrus crops has taken him from South Australia's Riverland to
Burma, Thailand, Taiwan, Japan and Liberia on consulting missions. Mr Spurling
turned his talents to education when he became Senior Lecturer in Plant Science
at Roseworthy Agricultural College in 1972. His contributions to curriculum
design and educational philosophy were highlighted by his role as Chairman of
the 1979 Conference on Agricultural Education in South Australia. He has held the
role of Deputy or Associate Director of Roseworthy since 1973. Additionally,
Mr Spurling has made a significant contribution to the Scout Association, giving
over ten years service as a Commissioner and, more recently, two years as a
member of the National Leader Training Team. His 'work hard, train'hard' ethic
is demonstrated by his completion of the Gawler to Adelaide Marathon in 1982

and his selection in the South Australian Orienteering Team in 1984.

WHAT DO THEY DO UP THERE ANYWAY !

Apart from earning amazing wages there seems to be a
fair bit of hard work involved up North. John Pitt
is involved in a programme to investigate methods of
controlling an exotic plant which looks like being a
pretty able successor to prickly Pear. Mimosa

pigra hardly lives up to its name (Giant Sensitive
Plant); it is as tough as nails and very thorny.

It has taken over thousands of hectares of productive
ground in Thailand and is now heading from our N.T.
towards Qld. and W.A. Growing to the height of about
5 metres it has a seed viability of a mere 90 years.

The collaborative project is being funded by the
Australian Council for International Ag Research and
is under way in both Australia and Thailand.

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NEWS FROM THE COLLEGE

Student Numbers

At April 30 this year, the date on which all advanced
education institutions compile enrolment and related
statistics, the College had a total of 573 students.
This is the largest ever enrolment, and within the total
there are some interesting features.

One hundred students were enrolled in post-graduate
diploma courses, and 49 of these were enrolled
externally in the Graduate Diploma in Agriculture.
There are firm plans to offer the Graduate Diploma
in Natural Resources externally from 1987, and some
students currently enrolled in the Graduate Diploma
in Agriculture may transfer to the Natural Resources
course. The Graduate Diploma in Natural Resources will
be prepared for reaccreditation during 1285, and the
documentation is expected to be completed by about
November this year.

Strong interest in external studies as reflected in
external enrolments in the Graduate Diploma in
Agriculture, continuing support for the course in
Farm Secretarial Studies offered by Roseworthy on
behalf of Orange Agricultural College, and the
offering of the Wine Marketing course externally
from the beginning of 1986, is causing pressures on
College resource allocations. There is need to
provide staff and other resources to support the
increasing external offerings without compromising
the quality of the ongoing face-to-face courses.

Another feature of the 1985 student numbers is a
slight downturn in enrolments in each of the three
courses offered by the Faculty of Oenology. Reasons
for this are being examined, and special attention is
being paid to publicising and promoting the Faculty's
courses during the latter part of 1985 for the 1986
intake.

This year the College has 20 students from oVerseas
countries. Somalia, New Zealand, Malaysia, Sudan,
Sweden and Fiji are represented.



Staff Changes 17

Since the ‘latter part of 1984, there has been

a large number of changes in the staff of the
College. Tony Dunne left the Department of
Management and Marketing to take up appointment
at Queensland Agricultural College early in 1985.
Malcolm Bartholomaeus and Tony Botsman took up
short-term appointments to present subjects in the
Agriculture and Wine Marketing courses pending a
substantive replacement of Tony Dunne. Malcolm
Bartholomaeus also took on the task of developing
and presenting the graduate diploma subject,
Agricultural Policy, by the external mode. The
retirement of Ken Leske on June 28 necessitated

a replacement appointee, and the departures of
Tony Dunne and Ken Leske have been remedied by
the appointments of Michael Boyle and Erwin van
Eerden as Lecturers in Commerce and Agricultural
Economics respectively. Michael Boyle was the
College's Accountant, and moves currently are in
train to obtain a replacement for him. Erwin van
Eerden came from NSW where he has spent a couple
of years at Hawkesbury Agricultural College.

Milton Spurling's retirement on June 28 will leave
a significant gap. Advertisements for his replace-
ment will be placed in publications circulating in
Australia, New Zealand, United Kingdom and North
America, and it is likely that several months will
elapse before his replacement is able to take up
duty.

Jane McNicholl resigned her position in the Depart-
ment of Animal Production, but is helping out on a
part-time basis with Horse Husbandry subjects until
a replacement is appointed.

The departures of Russell Craig and Jeff Daniels
from the Department of Extension and Education
resulted in the short-term part-time appointment

of Trish Murray and the substantive appointment of
Bob Pokrant, Bob Pokrant travelled
from Sweden to take up his appointment, but for
several years he was a member of the staff of the
S.A.College of Advanced Education.
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Andrew Short left the Department of Plant
Production to join Hardie Irrigation in
international dealings, and was replaced by the
appointment of Bob Barrett, formerly in the
College's Department of Animal Production, as
Lecturer in Horticulture.

Noel Richardson has had a few weeks sick leave

and to help ease the teaching load on other members
of the Department of Applied Science, Jeanette
Jennings has taken up appointment as Tutor for

term II.

Clive Hartnell, formerly Tutor in the Department
of Viticulture and Oenology, has been appointed
as Lecturer in that Department for the balance of
this year.
